Going Green: The Physical, Mental, and Emotional Problems Associated with Marijuana

illnesses, emotional problems, and physical diseases, a shocking number of Americans believe
that weed is harmless or helpful — possibly even a natural cure for cancer.

...That should be concerning for a panoply of reasons, since numerous studies show that
marijuana use can harm people in (at least) the following ways:

2: Shorter life expectancy: Men who used marijuana heavily in their teen years are 40%
more likely to die by the time they reach the age of 60, according to a massive study published in
the American Journal of Psychiatry. “Swedish researchers analyzed the records of more than
45,000 men beginning in 1969 and 1970,” reported CBS News. “The scientists from the
Karolinska Institute in Stockholm reported that 4,000 died during the 42-year follow-up period,
and men who’d used marijuana heavily at ages 18 and 19 were 40 percent more likely to die by
age 60 compared to guys who hadn’t used the drug.” Their findings upended previous studies
that found no such linkage.
